NOTICE

Cases not reached for trial during a trial setting will automatically be reset for trial on the next criminal trial
date setting for this Court unless a court order is issued setting the case for another date. Pretrial
conference will be reset for the corresponding trial date. Cases will continue to be reset at each consecutive
civil pre-trial and trial setting until reached regardless of whether your receive a notice or order regarding
the trial reset date. Usually the pretrial conference is set the Monday preceding the first day of the

beginning of the trial period at 1:30 p.m. Calendar dates for the civil trial weeks of this court can be found
on the court’s website.

If a defendant is sentenced to a period of confinement then the incarceration will begin immediately upon
conviction. Defendants will not be allowed to turn themselves in at a later date (except for service to be
performed on weekends as a probation condition).

If your client will be coming to trial from the jail make sure that your client has clothes and shoes that fit.
Do not wait until the day of trial to determine whether your client’s clothes and shoes fit. 1t is not unusual
for persons who spend a long time incarcerated to gain or lose significant amounts of weight.

If you plan to introduce more that ten items of evidence, have your evidence marked and numbered by the
court reporter prior to trial.

If you need to bench warrant a witness you must let the court know the Monday before the first day of the
two week trial period.

Do not ask the Court to appoint investigators just to serve subpoenas. The warrant division of the Sheriff’s
Department serves subpoenas. Do not wait until the last minute to request the service of subpoenas.

Do not wait until the last minute to inform the court of witness, scheduling or discovery problems.

When you announce to the Court that you are READY the Court will assume that you are ready for trial.
Do not provide food or drinks (except for water) to defendants who are brought to the courtroom from the
Jail,
